Guidelines on Awarding
the MA in Chinese Literature, Language and Culture Programme
Academic Performance Scholarship

1. To be awarded to students of the MA in Chinese Literature, Language and Culture
Programme who have outstanding academic performance.

2. Four scholarships of HK$42,000* each are awarded annually to:
(@) Two year 1 students (part-time mode)or first semesters students (full-time
mode) who have attained the highest cumulative GPA during the first year of
study (part-time mode) or first semester of study (full-time mode) and whose
cumulative GPA is at or above 3.67; and
(b) Two year 2 students (part-time mode)or first semesters students (full-time
mode) who have attained the highest cumulative GPA during the second year
of study (part-time mode) or second semester of study (full-time mode) and
whose cumulative GPA is at or above 3.67.

3. Inthe same year class, if more than two students attain the highest and the
second-highest cumulative GPA (e.g. two among three students attain the same
highest cumulative GPA), the amount of scholarship will be awarded according to
the below criteria:
If two students attain the same highest cumulative GPA, each of them will be
awarded one scholarship, the student attaining the second-highest cumulative GPA
will not be awarded,;
If two students attain the same second-highest cumulative GPA, the scholarship
will be divided equally between them while the student attaining the highest
cumulative GPA will be awarding the other scholarship;
If three or more students attain the same highest cumulative GPA, the scholarship
will be divided equally.

4. Inany one year, if there are no students attaining a cumulative GPA at or above
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3.67, the Scholarship will not be awarded.

5. Students are not eligible for the Scholarship during the year when they are in
suspension or extension status.

6. Provision of the Scholarship will be subjected to the availability of funds.

* The amount of a scholarship is pegged at half of the total programme tuition fee and would be

adjusted accordingly.
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
